HA7104 review

Just when you think Hobby Master couldn’t come out with another great looking Spitfire they prove us wrong. Release number 4 is truly an eye popper. The SEAC paint scheme is very well applied and about as good as it gets. The brown and green colors are nicely offset with a white band running from the leading edge to the back of each wing. There are also white bands around the rear fuselage and on the stabilizers. Hobby Master has truly mastered the art of painting and marking their models. I have yet to see a model with paint flaws. If there is a model with a flaw they are extremely rare and will be replaced by Hobby Master. Panel lines seem to be a thing of the past as this and many other recent models don’t seem to have any.
At first the landing gear is fairly stiff to open and I’m assuming it is this way so the model won’t collapse under its own weight. This model has a large portion made of metal. The gear opens cleanly, not rubbing on the air intakes like some pre-pros, but again they were pre-pros.

The propeller is a hefty little devil made from metal and there is no sign of prop droop. It is completely smooth and free spinning.

The moving elevators and rudder are smoother operating than the previous releases but still they are more of a novelty than practical so don’t go playing with them to see how far they travel before you can snap them off. The distance maybe minimal; but they do move, take my word for it.

The interior of the cockpit is nicely appointed and has a very visible instrument panel. The only problem with the canopy is the main section seems to be a little too thick causing some distortion. Like before; the canopy slides but when the side door is open if you slide the canopy forward it comes loose because it uses the inside of this door to stay in place. I can’t imagine why anyone would want the canopy closed with the side door open so this shouldn’t be a problem. The rear view mirror is painted.
The wing ammo panels open but they are quite snug so be careful you don’t damage the paint finish. Inside each panel you will find two well formed machine guns.
This model has the option of sitting on the wheels or wheels up and on the stand that is provided. Who could ask for more a great paint scheme on an iconic plane? Just when you think it couldn’t get any better, the price and quality are great as well.

To sum up, this is one super model and you can’t go wrong.
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
