HA7401 review

The model is packaged in the same way all other Hobby Master aircraft. The graphic laden outer box has a front flap that opens to reveal the model as well as some data concerning this plane. It is well protected inside a dense clear plastic shell.
Removing the model from the shell is much easier than earlier releases because all the fiddly little parts that used to just sit in trays and fly all over when you forced the model from its cavity. Hobby Master has nicely placed all these small parts in little plastic bags so no more playing “find the little pieces”. It doesn’t sound like much but just remember the last time you tried to remove a model from the packaging.
All the major parts are metal so the model has excellent heft which is important when you want metal models. The only plastic are the propeller, crystal clear canopy a couple of small attachments such as Pitot tube and antenna. The canopy opens by sliding it back to reveal a well appointed instrument panel, seat and stick. Hobby Master also supplied a small Walther to pilot the aircraft.
The landing is metal with plastic covers. The wheels are rubber and spin freely just like the propeller. You can display the model on or off the display stand that is provided. The only problem with using the stand is you can’t use the belly for any thing else. But it sure does look good sitting on top of the stand. Hobby Master made the stand stem metal to handle the weight and eliminate any wobble.
The paint and markings are the high quality we have come to expect from Hobby Master. The mottling has been toned down from the pre-production model and is very normal looking. The fit of all the parts is very good with nothing wrong that I can see.
This definitely is a winner and considering this is only the first release in this series of Fws it will only get better, if that is possible.
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
