HA1308 review 

This is number eight in the A-10A series and it just as heavy as all its predecessors. The entire fuselage and wings are made of metal except for the vertical and horizontal stabilizers. As soon as you lift this model you’ll realize you are dealing with a serious piece of die-cast plane.
The unblemished 3-tone paint scheme is meticulously applied and the markings are outstanding, especially the tiger mouth nose. Hobby Master obviously has the right stuff when it comes to the quality of their paints and their applications. There is no wash or signs of panel lines and I think this concern is now history because all the various models I have seen lately lack these features. With or without them this is one great model.
The canopy is of the same high quality we know Hobby Master will provide, perfectly clear. Inside the canopy that is hinged at the rear opens to reveal outstanding looking instrumentation. The panels in front of and on each of the seat are quite detailed with white gauges on a black background. The looks of the seat have been improved but there still is a lack of a pilot, at least with the model I received. A pilot can be obtained from the new set of 1/72 pilots Hobby Master has just released. HP0002 is a set of 5 modern day US pilots.
The plane comes with the option to display it on the landing gear or on the stand that is included. Hobby Master has beefed up the stand to handle all this extra weight. The landing gear is entirely made of metal that is required for such a hefty plane. The tires are rubber but don’t roll. There is no problem with installing or removing the gear; they simply fit into deep slots that hold them firmly in place.
Now for the weapons, we have a major supply of weapons with this model. There are single bombs, clusters of bombs, individual missiles and clusters of missiles. There is a sheet with sketches showing the proper placement of the weapons. All weapons come unattached so you can decide on the load out that best suits you.
The fit is excellent and I was unable to find anything that had any excessive spaces or gaps. Overall I would say this is an excellent example of an A-10A that Hobby Master has created. Not only did they produce a fine looking model but the accessories are incredible.
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
