Review HA1608 

The model comes in what seems to be a much heavier guage cardboard box with well-done graphics adorning it. The model is secured inside the box in the usual plastic shell. The presentation of the model is excellent but the best part is inside, it’s the model itself.

The paint scheme is subtle but yet extremely attractive and eyecatching. The paint is applied superbly and the markings, well the markings are terrific. This definitely is one model you will have to get especially if you like Tiger Meet schemes like me. This scheme ranks right up there with the best I have seen and have in my collection. There are no heavy panel lines as in the past and this is definitely well appreciated with this paint scheme.

The model is the same heavy metal content as the other Mirages and the fit of all the parts and pieces is great. Just about everything on this model is metal; even the landing gear. The only exceptions are the canopy, weapons, re-fuel probe and display stand. The plastic content has been kept to a minimum and the canopy is clear without any distortion. It can be displayed in the opened or closed position. The cockpit is nicely appointed with gauges and controls. As of July 2008 99% of Hobby Master aircraft come with nicely crafted pilots and Jacques is no different than the others.

The model comes with eight missiles and a center-line tank but the tank can’t be used if you want to display the model on the display stand that is provided. All the add-ons, weapons landing gear can be added or removed quite easily.

As I already mentioned this is one model of a Mirage that is an absolute must have.
